Birmingham History Day provides an opportunity to hear about recent publications, projects and heritage in the city. The following is a description of some of the day’s events. Early booking is advised. A detailed programme will be provided nearer the time for those who are attending the event.

Several presentations focus on recent publications, which will also be on sale. Malcolm Dick draws attention to a major new book on the study of local history and the ways in which the journal Midland History presents the history of Birmingham. Beryl Beavis, a graduate of the MA in West Midlands History will talk about her new history of Harborne. David Callaghan describes A Black Heritage Trail of the West Midlands, which builds on the work of the History Detectives project. Other books will also be publicised.  
This year, we will be providing another opportunity for Norman Bartlam and the children who make up the News Team of Ladywood to present a DVD of their latest investigations into Birmingham history. This is a stimulating example of how children engage with and record their local area. 
Two developments are shaping the public face of local history and heritage. The history galleries at the Museum will explore Birmingham from the earliest times to the present. Henrietta Lockhart explains how the galleries are taking shape. The new Library of Birmingham will provide a home for the city’s archives and local history collections. David Bishop’s talk: 'Moving Mountains: Transferring Our Collections to the Library of Birmingham' outlines the latest information about the new library and access to resources. 

New projects will also be described. 2012, the 200th anniversary of the birth of Augustus Pugin draws attention to the life and work of the architect who was responsible for designing the Roman Catholic Cathedral. ‘Voices from the Asylums’ aims to capture memories and stories from both staff and patients in long-stay psychiatric asylums in the Birmingham area during the 20th century. The day also launches a website on the history of the West Midlands; the site will provide an opportunity to present films on the history of Birmingham and articles written by local historians.
