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Driving and Braking


Thank you for taking part in this study. 

In this study you will be asked to judge if you are braking enough to stop in time. Before you begin the task you will see a movie demo of the display and have a chance to practice. The experimenter will explain the task and answer any questions you have.

On each trial you will see a display of moving dots that move as if you are moving forwards along a surface. After a short delay, a red dot will appear. The display will then slow, as if you are braking. Your task is to indicate if there is enough braking for you to stop before the dot reaches you (not the edge of the screen). 

The screen is like the windscreen of a car, that is, the dot will continue to travel towards you after it stops being visible on the screen

You may need to wait a moment to see how much braking there is.

You can respond:

Yes: there is enough braking, I will stop in time

No: there is not enough braking, I will hit the dot.


We are measuring accuracy and reaction times. These will be recorded by the computer. Before you start the task, the experimenter will ask you a few questions.
 The answers to these questions, and all your data, will be kept confidential and used only for this experiment.
The experiment will last for approximately 20 minutes. During the experiment you will have your chin on a chin rest and have your right eye covered. You will respond by pushing buttons on a steering wheel game controller. 



You will receive 0.8 credits in return for taking part in this study.

If you are willing to take part, please complete the consent form.
You are free to leave the experiment at anytime, without penalty. You will receive credit for the participation up to the point where you leave the study. You can withdraw your data at any point up to publication of such items but once published we will be required to retain your data for a period (typically 5 years) specified by the publisher.
