The KTS scheme provides funding for secondments enabling businesses to acquire new knowledge in an area of mutual interest for the company and the University. Up to £125,000 is available before 31st March 2013 to support between 3 or 4 projects. In all cases there must be a strong connection between the secondment activities and a research project that lies within the EPSRC remit (projects must fall into the Engineering and Physical Sciences area).

· A means to address challenges with the very latest technological advances in the research base.

· The opportunity to develop a long-term partnership with the University, gaining access to its wider range of services for business. 

Secondment & Funding Models

Secondments OUT of the University

Funding should be used to enable results from previous or current research to be applied in real world challenges. 


Secondments INTO the University

Funding should be used to support a specific research project. 


Eligibility & Rules

· Companies of any size, government departments, NHS, charities and other not- for-profit organisations are eligible KTS partners.

· Projects lasting from a few weeks to a few months are eligible but the maximum project length is 8.5 months.

· Secondments may be full or part-time (minimum 50%), but if the latter then only pro-rata funding may be awarded.

· A Contract and secondment agreement with the University must be in place before the secondment can begin.

· Applications must be submitted by 5pm on Friday, April 27th 2012.

Level One Projects


Level One projects provide only the services of the secondee, where KTS will provide:


up to 75% of the outward secondee's salary, superannuation and NI contributions


reasonable travel and subsistence costs as necessary to support the secondee


consumables up to a limit of £500


The user organisation will be expected to provide:


funds in support of 25% or more of the secondee's salary, superannuation and NI contributions


appropriate infrastructure and equipment to enable the secondee's project work





Level Two Projects


Level Two projects provide the services of both the secondee and a senior academic supervisor. In addition to the contributions above, the user organisation is expected to provide £1000 towards the time costs of the academic supervisor.





KTS will provide: 


33% of the inward secondee's salary, exclusive of pension and NI contributions


estates and indirect costs associated with the secondment reasonable research consumables 


The user organisation will be expected to provide:


funds in support of 67% of the secondee's salary and 100% of their pension and NI contributions


reasonable travel and subsistence 


costs as necessary to support the secondee
