In 1998, the UK government commissioned Sir William Stewart to Chair an Independent Expert Group to investigate and report on the possible health effects associated with mobile phone use.  This report, published in April 2000, concluded that whilst there was no good scientific evidence to suggest that health effects could occur, more research was necessary.

Many people have concerns about the potential for harmful health effects to result from exposure to radio waves, and your employer is committed to supporting and participating in high quality research which could assist in furthering our understanding of the issues.  One such voluntary study, which the company supports both financially and scientifically, is that being carried out by The Institute of Applied Health Research (IAHR).  The aims of the study are:

to develop a register of employees with potential occupational exposure to RF fields.

2.
to carry out a study into the possible health effects of long-term occupational exposure to RF fields.
