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Data Sharing and Data Use by FEMUR Collaborators

Dear Collaborator, 

Thank you for contributing Data to “Global Femur Fracture Outcomes Study: A Prospective Cohort Study”. FEMUR aimed to determine outcomes and management of femoral fractures worldwide. Multiple types of femur fracture exist, with some types being associated with high mortality rates and disability than others. However, evidence also suggest that for any given type of femur fracture, outcomes vary dramatically dependent on the geographical location of the patient. Whereas evidence on outcomes after femur fracture and comparisons between management strategy and geographical regions is useful for raising awareness of disparities in quality of care and for health system planning, this evidence is currently lacking from the global literature. 

In comparing outcomes by management received, facility type, and global location, we will provide data to inform health system planning and of utility for global advocacy. Please read the rules below regarding data sharing, and if you have any questions, please contact femurstudy@gmail.com.


Recommendations

· As per the data sharing and data providing agreement, any data collected by your hospital is shared with the University of Birmingham (UoB) and available to use by your hospital for its own purposes. 
· A hospital is allowed to share their own data with other hospital or national leads’. 
· Data across multiple hospitals can be used at conferences or for publication with the explicit permission of each hospital lead involved. However, UoB would like to be aware of any such dissemination before it happens
· Any use of data across more than one region should be disseminated by the FEMUR Collaborative.
· When sharing your hospital data, please share the cleaned dataset.
· The FEMUR Collaborative encourages you not to include any specific hospital names or other identifiers.
· All outputs resulting from the data collected for FEMUR, should acknowledge the FEMUR Collaborative. 
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
