Figure 1 shows the total number of people working (both full-time and part-time) in the voluntary and community sector (VCS) [left hand axis] compared to

those working in the public sector [right hand axis]. Whilst overall numbers in the public sector are much larger, the axes are shown in the same proportion.
This shows that the VCS has grown much faster than the public sector.

Figure 2 shows the total number of people working (both full-time and part-time) in the voluntary and community sector (VCS) compared to those working
in the private sector. It is interesting to observe that from Q1 2008, the VCS has shown a countercyclical trend compared to the private sector — numbers
have risen during the recession, whilst falling sharply in the private sector, during the recession.

Having Q2 1997 as benchmark, Figure 3 shows the relative growth in employment of the VCS compared to the private and public sectors. In almost 14 years
the VCS workforce has increased by 45% compared with 20% in the public sector and only 6% in the private sector.

Key facts:

1. During the years of the recession (Q4 2007-Q1 2010) the private sector lost more than a million of jobs (-5.4%). In the same period the VCS gained
more than 100,000 workers (+15%) increasing its size in relative and absolute terms. During the same period, the public sector has increased its
employment by only 3%

2. In 9 out of 14 quarters the VCS has shown countercyclical behaviour with respect to the private sector

3. In Q3 2010 a big increase in the size of the private sector (+1.6%, 340,000) has been accompanied by a reduction in the VCS (-1.7% , 13,000 workers)

Figure 4 shows the number of hours worked in a generic week divided by sector. Key facts:

e The average number of hours each week worked shows a downward trend in the last 13 years. This is especially true in the private sector with a
reduction from almost 35 hours (Q2 1997) to 33 hours (Q3 2010) per week.
e Interm of average weekly working hours the VCS is quite similar to the public sector.
